WHEREAS, the Client now resides at                                              and 
WHEREAS, the INSPECTOR is now and for some time past has been engaged in business as a Home Inspector, and has enjoyed and does enjoy a good reputation for fair and honest dealing with the public as such, and 
	NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and mutual agreements herein contained, it is understood and agreed as follows:

1)  	The CLIENT agrees to make available to the INSPECTOR the dwelling located at 
                                                  for the purpose of a home inspection.  The CLIENT agrees to furnish such advice, information and full cooperation as the INSPECTOR shall desire. The INSPECTOR assumes and retains full responsibility and discretion for methods, techniques, and procedures for conducting the inspection.
 
[bookmark: _GoBack]2)	The scope of the inspection is to report the general conditions of visible portions of the building and its components located at the above address and to inform THE CLIENT of major visible deficiencies as they exist on the date of the inspection. It is understood that many components are hidden behind or under coverings including sheetrock, flooring or insulation and thus are not visible. The inspector shall not be liable for events occurring after the inspection including water, wind or rain damage to structure including roofs and shingles or any other act of man or nature. The client should read the entire report and act according to their best interest. It is not the inspector’s responsibility to determine if the home should or should not be purchased. The client shall develop a repair addendum if so desired. The inspection is not technically exhaustive and is limited to a visual examination of the exposed and readily accessible surfaces of the building to include the following permanent installations:

The inspection to be performed is a visual inspection only and does not contemplate or involve the dismantling or moving of any objects, insulation, appliances or portions of the premises. The inspection thereon is not a warranty, guarantee, insurance policy or substitute for any disclosure statement whether or not required by law.  No representation is made as to how long any equipment will continue to perform. The client should consider purchasing a home or appliance warranty through other parties. This inspection is limited to the real property and does not include personal property unless so indicated in the inspection report.  Maintenance and other items may be discussed, but they are not a part of the inspection.  This inspection does not determine if any appliance is now or has been recalled. Any photographs in the report or on file may not be used in lieu of written documentation. 

(3)	The following are outside the scope of inspection:
Zoning ordinance or neighborhood association violations.
Geological stability or soils condition, risks associated with all acts of nature.
Engineering analysis, acoustical characteristics of surrounding neighborhood.
Termites, pests, bed bugs or other wood destroying organisms including fungi.
Building appraisal, easements, survey, boundaries, right of way, title, or cost 
estimates. 
Pools, spas, saunas, whirlpool baths, steam baths and their associated equipment.
Specific components noted as being excluded from the inspection.
Private or Public water, septic and sewer systems, water softeners, filters, irrigation
systems.
Locating or identifying a buried tank of any kind including any associated equipment. 
Window screens, window hermetic seals, shutters, awnings, fences or gates.
Testing for or identifying asbestos, Chinese sheetrock, PCB’s, radon, mold, fungus, 
mildew, formaldehyde, lead, water quality (including odor), air quality, hazardous
insulation, electromagnetic radiation, or any environmental hazard known / unknown.
   Radio controlled devices, communication, computer, security or low voltage lighting systems, automatic gates, elevators, lifts, dumbwaiters, thermostatic or time clock controls. 
   Furnace heat exchangers, solar heating, hydronic heating systems, light pilot lights. Adequacy or efficiency of any system or component.
Differentiating between original construction and additions or modifications. 
Identification of prior repairs.	

4)  	INSPECTOR shall submit a timely report of inspection results to THE CLIENT and INSPECTOR shall be paid $        dollars at the time of the inspection or as pre-arranged.  

5)	Any and all legal and equitable disputes related to any matters within the parameters of this agreement will be adjudicated under the laws of the State of South Carolina through arbitration. Each party agrees to waive venue in all other jurisdictions and agree to arbitrate any disputes.

6)	INSPECTOR’S LIABILITY FOR MISTAKES OR OMISSIONS IN THIS INSPECTION AND REPORT EXPIRES ONE YEAR FROM THE DATE OF INSPECTION AND IS LIMITED TO A REFUND OF THE FEES PAID FOR THIS INSPECTION AND REPORT. THE LIABILITY OF INSPECTOR’S PRINCIPALS, AGENTS, AND EMPLOYEES IS ALSO LIMITED TO THE FEES PAID. THIS LIMITATION APPLIES TO ANYONE WHO IS DAMAGED OR HAS TO PAY EXPENSES OF ANY KIND BECAUSE OF MISTAKES OR OMISSIONS IN THIS INSPECTION AND REPORT. THIS LIABILITY LIMITATION IS BINDING ON CLIENT AND CLIENT’S SPOUSE, HEIRS, PRINCIPALS, ASSIGNS AND ANYONE ELSE WHO MAY OTHERWISE CLAIM THROUGH THE CLIENT.

7)          In the event of a claim against INSPECTOR, CLIENT agrees to supply INSPECTOR with the following: (1) Written notification of adverse conditions within 14 days of discovery, and (2) Access to the premises to investigate adverse condition.  Failure to comply with the above conditions will release INSPECTOR and its agents from any and all obligations or liability of any kind. 



8)	Inspection reports are for the sole use by THE CLIENT. Reports are based on visual inspections and field investigations only, using the degree of skill normally exercised by home inspectors, and no other warranty, guarantee or liability is either expressed or implied. Consult with agent prior to report distribution to others. 

9) In all cases INSPECTOR’S liability expires one year from date of inspection and all claims made after 1 year of the inspection are not valid. 

10) If any paragraph of this agreement is invalidated by court only that paragraph is struck. All other paragraphs shall remain valid.

	 11) In the event a dispute shall arise between the parties to this [contract, lease, etc.], it is hereby agreed that the dispute shall be referred to [one of the following choices: (1)designate a specific USA&M office or alternate service by agreement of the parties; (2) provide a method of selecting the arbitrator and situs of the hearing, such as "from the county wherein the manufacturing plant is located"; or for multi-jurisdictional disputes (3) insert "a USA&M office to be designated by USA&M National Headquarters"] for arbitration in accordance with the applicable United States Arbitration and Mediation Rules of Arbitration. The arbitrator's decision shall be final and legally binding and judgment may be entered thereon. 
Each party shall be responsible for its share of the arbitration fees in accordance with the applicable Rules of Arbitration.  In the event a party fails to proceed with arbitration, unsuccessfully challenges the arbitrator's award, or fails to comply with the arbitrator's award, the other party is entitled to costs of suit, including a reasonable attorney's fee for having to compel arbitration or defend or enforce the award.
